With NASCAR hot 
shoe joining Marc-Antoine Camirand and Guy Cosmo, the team worked its way back from 22nd to post a solid 10th place 
finish. In Homestead the team qualified sixth and held its own throughout the race as it continued development.  After 
skipping the Mexico City and Laguna Seca rounds to continue with the development, the team finished 11th in the six-hour 
race at Watkins Glen.  Heavy rains created wet conditions that resulted in contact with the wall. After an uncharacteristic 
bad qualifying spot at the Brumos Porsche 250, the team railed to its second top-10 finish of the year.
